WHAT IS A CCWPP?

CCWPP stands for Community Conservation
and Wildfire Protection Plan

It Is a plan developed with input from the
community and resource protection
professionals that is designed to protect
persons and property from devastation
wildfires while at the same time maintaining
and Improving the native environment.




WHY IS PLAN IMPORTANT?

The idea for communitypased forest planning and prioritization is neither novel nor
new. However, the incentive for communities to engage in comprehensive forest
planning and prioritization was given new and unprecedented impetus with the
enactment of the Healthy Forests Restoration Act (HFRA) in 2003.

This landmark legislation includes the first meaningful statutory incentives for
the US Forest Service (USFS) and the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) to give
consideration to the priorities of local communities as they develop and implement

forest management and hazardous fuel reduction projects. In order for a communit
to take full advantage of this new opportunity, it must first prepare a Community
Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP). Local wildfire protection plans can take a variety o
forms, based on the needs of the people involved in their development. Community
Wildfire Protection Plans may address issues such as wildfire response, hazard
mitigation, community preparedness, or structure protectidror all of the above.

THREE WILDFIRE SCENARIOS IN. UPPER AMADOR COUNTY

Large intense wildfires during northeast and east
(foehn) windevents that spread rapidly
downslope (historic large fire occurrence in most
of Amador County)

Relatively large wildfires during normal summer
fire weather that spread rapidly upslope following
natural chimneys formed by river and stream
drainages.

Relatively small intense wildfires within highly
developed areas with high fuel accumulations.
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
